o What is canine influenza? |t is a contagious respiratory disease in dogs. It was originally an equine flu
virus that has been around for more than 40 years. Scientists believe it has jumped species and was identified in Sep
2005 in canines (initially greyhounds).

What are symptoms & how serious is it? Symptoms include cough, runny nose, & fever. Although this is a fairly'new

disease, 80% of dogs could experience a mild form of the flu. A small proportion of dogs can develop a severe infecti

characterized by the onset of pneumonia.

How does dog flu spread? It is spread by direct contact with respiratory secretions, contaminated objects, & by people

moving between infected & uninfected dogs.

Is there a test or vaccine for canine influenza? Testing is accessible through your veterinarian and there is an approve

vaccine available.

What is the risk to humans from this virus? To date, there is no evidence that this virus infects humans. Influenza

viruses are constantly changing & it is possible for a virus to change. For this reason, CDC & its partners

are monitoring the H3N8 strain; however, this virus is considered to pose a low threat to humans.
